Reminded all of the upcoming Board meeting on Thursday, December 15 at 3:00 PM where the 
Board will vote on the Presidential search.  The meeting will be held in the Murphy Conference 
room with overflow seating in the Multi-Purpose room. 
 
The President and some member of the executive team will be meeting with John Clemente 
who is the landlord for both the Leominster and Devens campuses.  The meeting is to discuss 
the College’s need for satellite campuses.  The President has asked members of the Executive 
Council to develop a plan for space requirement prior to that meeting.  A discussion regarding 
the ideal requirements ensued including the challenge of funding any equipment that would be 
needed for new programs. 
 
The President also indicated that the student campus center project was moving along.  We are 
currently working with DCAMM to further refine the scope of the project and are anticipating that 
there could be some monies from DCAMM to go towards this project. 
 
President Asquino discussed the DHE’s new guidelines for developing a strategic plan.

Vice President Stiso indicated that his office was preparing for the start of a new strategic 
planning process which would begin early in the Spring semester.
